This document describes the funding criteria for industry partners/non-funded members to participate in Knowledge web events, namely: plenary meetings, work package meetings and area meetings. Funding requests for any of these events follow the same procedure and rules below.
Funding Procedure and Rules:
(1) Managing directors (MDs) send a “call for participation to Knowledge Web event” to the non-funded members of Kweb (NF).

(2) The NF who would like to be funded sends a request to the MDs, attached with a short motivation letter. i.e. what they will contribute with, reason of funding request. 
(3) The NF is expected to have an active participation in the event.

(4) MDs decide who will be funded based on available budget and on the NF motivations and contributions w.r.t. the goals of Kweb and of the specific event. Priority will be given to NFs not funded before and to NFs having an active role before, during and after the events. A total of up to 15 requests from NFs can be approved of every year.
(5) Within two weeks MDs inform the NF whether his request is accepted.

(6) Maximum amount of funding = € 500 per NF per event. Excess needs motivation and prior approval from the Knowledge Web Project Management Board (PMB).
